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AN ORDINANCE TO INCORPORATE BY REFERENCE
THE 1955 EDITION OF THE UNIFOlli~ BUILDING CODE,

VOLUI\lES I AL\JD III.

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Ventura do ordain as

follows:

SECTION 1.

Section ,3111 of the Ventura County Ordinance Code is a'l1ended to

read as follows:

Sec. 3111 - Uniform Building Code. The nUniform Building
Coden, Volumes I and III, 19.55 Edition, published. by the
Pacific Coast Building Officials Conference, three copies
of which are on file in the office of the Clerk of the County
of Ven~uraJ is hereby adopted as the Building Code for the
unincorporated area of the County and is incorporated here­
in by reference as though set forth ~n fulljprovided, how­
ever, that the Uniform Building Code hereby adopted by refer­
ence is subject to the amendments and additions in this
chapter contained.

Sec. 3111.1 - Definitions. ~fuenever any of the names
or terms set forth in the following subsections are
used in the Uniform Building Code, each such name or
term shall be deemed and construed ·as defined in the
following. subsections:

Sec. 3111.11 - Whenever the term nGity" is used
in the Unfform Building Code, it shall. mean the
County of Ventura or the unincorporated territory
of the County of Ventura.

Sec. 3111.12 - "Whenever the term "City Councilu

is used in the Uniform Building Code, it shall­
mean the Board of Supervisors of the County or
·Ventura.

Sec. 3111.13 - 'Whenever the term ttBuilding Officia1tt

is used in the Uniform Building Code , it shall mean.
the Building Inspector of the County of Ventura.

SECTION 2.

Section 3161 of the Ventura County Ordinance Code is amended to

read as follows:

Sec. 3161 - Penalties. It is a misdemeanor for any person, .
fir~ or corporation to violate any of the provisions of the
Uniform Building Code as adopted by this chapter. Any per­
son, firm or corporation convicted of a violation of any of
the provisions of the Uniform Building Code shall be punish­
able by a fine of not more than $500, or by imprisonment for
not more than 6 months, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

-Such person, firm or corporation shall be guilty of a
separate offense for each and every day or portion thereof
during which any violation of the provisions of the Uni­
form Building Code is committed, continued or permitted.

SECTION 3.

Section 3162 fs added to the Ventura County Ordinance Code to

read 8. S follows:.

Sec. 3162 - Public Nuisances. All buildings or structures
which are structurally unsafe, or which constitute a fire
hazard, or which are otherwise dangerous to human life, or which
in·relation to existing'use constitute a hazard to safety,
health or public welfare are public',nuisances.

Sec. 3162.1 - Notice to Abate. The Building Inspector
shall notify the owner or occupant of any such building
or structure described in this section. Notice shall be
by registered mail. The notice shall state the reasons
why such building or structure is a public nuisance.
The notice may require the ovmer or occupant to cownence
abatement. within 48 hours and to complete the abatement
within 90 days. The notice may require that the building or
structure be vacated within 48 hours and not be reoccupied
until such building or structure has been inspected and
approved by the Building Inspector.

Sec. 3162.2 - Failure to Abate. Any person, firm or
. corporation 1A!ho fails to comply v/ith the requirt?.J!lents
of the notice to abate shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

Sec. 8162.3 - Injunction. If the building or structure
is not abated within the period of time prescribed in
the notice to abate, the Distr~ct Attorney may bring an
action in_ equity to enjoin the use or occupancy of any
building or structure clas sified as a public nuisan ce
under this section. Any violation or disobedience of any
injuncti-on or court order provided under this section
shall be p~nishable as a contempt of court by a fine of not
less than ;100 nor more than $1,000 or by imprisonment
for not less than one month nor more than 6 months or both
such fine and imprisonment. . ~
