1. A recreation vehicle (RV) may be used as a temporary housing unit after a disaster and
prior to reconstruction of your home. The RV must have an area to sleep, a kitchen, contain
an adequate source of potable water, have a connection to an approved source of electrical
power, and have a bathroom with bathing facilities and a toilet. The RV must be connected
to sewer, septic, or have a wastewater tank that is located within or outside the RV. All
wastewater discharged from a holding tank must be disposed at a wastewater disposal
facility licensed by the Environmental Health Division. Composting toilets are not allowed.

2. To apply for a temporary housing unit, please submit this form and the required site plan of
the property. A hand-drawn site plan is permissible. The site plan should show all property
lines, driveways, sources of potable water, the septic system or sewer connection, water
drainage areas, and any remaining structures.

3. Issuance of a Zoning Clearance for Temporary Housing Prior to Reconstruction does not
guarantee issuance of a Building Permit from the Building and Safety Division, or related
permits from other County divisions such as Public Works and Environmental Health.

4. The temporary housing unit cannot be brought onto the property until the debris from the
fire has been removed and the property has been cleared by Environmental Health Division.

5. After a Building Permit has been issued for the reconstruction of your home, the temporary
housing unit approved under the Zoning Clearance for Temporary Housing Prior to
Reconstruction will be authorized to continue to be occupied while your home is under
construction.

6. Prior to final approval (e.g., Certificate of Occupancy) given by the Building and Safety
Division for the reconstructed home, the temporary housing unit (e.g., RV) must: (1) cease
being used for temporary housing; (2) be disconnected from all of the utilities; and, (3) either
be removed from the lot or be properly stored on the lot in conformance with the Non-Coastal
Zoning Ordinance.
